INTRODUCTION:  THE POW OF THE MIND

" The Spirit of the Sovereign Lord is on me, because the Lord has anointed me to preach good news to the poor. He has sent me to bind up the brokenhearted, to proclaim freedom for the captives and release from darkness for the prisoners," Isaiah 61:1 (NIV)

I.  Put off that old negative self! 

"You were taught, with regard to your former way of life, to put off your old self, which is being corrupted by its deceitful desires;" Ephesians 4:22 (NIV)

"You followed the ways of this present world and its spiritual ruler. This ruler continues to work in people who refuse to obey God. All of us once lived among these people, and followed the desires of our corrupt nature. We did what our corrupt desires and thoughts wanted us to do." Ephesians 2:2-3 (God’s Word)

II. Put on the new positive faith filled self! 
"You were taught, with regard to your former way of life, to put off your old self, which is being corrupted by its deceitful desires; to be made new in the attitude of your minds;" Ephesians 4:22-23 (NIV)
"I have been crucified with Christ and I no longer live, but Christ lives in me. The life I live in the body, I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave himself for me." Galatians 2:20 (NIV)

"Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; the old has gone, the new has come!" 2 Corinthians 5:17 (NIV)
III.   KEEPING THE CHANNEL OF YOUR MIND CHANGED. 

"And set your minds and keep them set on what is above (the higher things), not on the things that are on the earth. " Colossians 3:2 (Amp)
       A.  The power of exposer! 

"For as he thinketh in his heart, so is he." Proverbs 23:7 (KJV)

            1.  Use meditation reshape your mind.

"Blessed is the man who does not walk in the counsel of the wicked or stand in the way of sinners or sit in the seat of mockers. But his delight is in the law of the Lord, and on his law he meditates day and night. He is like a tree planted by streams of water, which yields its fruit in season and whose leaf does not wither. Whatever he does prospers." Psalm 1:1-3 (NIV)
"Do not let this Book of the Law depart from your mouth; meditate on it day and night, so that you may be careful to do everything written in it. Then you will be prosperous and successful." Joshua 1:8 (NIV)

"I meditate on your precepts and consider your ways." Psalm 119:15 (NIV)

"If you abide in Me, and My words abide in you, you will ask what you desire, and it shall be done for you." John 15:7 (NKJV)

           2.  Memorize the God’s promises to you.

"Keep them at your fingertips and write them in your mind." Proverbs 7:3 (CEV)
"My people are destroyed from lack of knowledge." Hosea 4:6 (NIV)
3. Write down God’s promises to you. 
"Write them on the doorframes of your houses and on your gates," Deuteronomy 11:20 (NIV)
4. Talk about them.
"Teach them to your children, talking about them when you sit at home and when you walk along the road, when you lie down and when you get up." Deuteronomy 11:19 (NIV)
      B. Sing with your mind to God.

"So what shall I do? I will pray with my spirit, but I will also pray with my mind; I will sing with my spirit, but I will also sing with my mind." 1 Corinthians 14:15 (NIV)
"Moses and Joshua, I am going to give you the words to a new song. Write them down and teach the song to the Israelites. If they learn it, they will know what I want them to do." Deuteronomy 31:19 (CEV)
