I. THE POWER OF FOCUS! 

A. Negative focus does not work.
B.  Positive focus does work.
      1.  Focus what God has done in the past for you! 

"They overcame him by the blood of the Lamb and by the word of their testimony" Revelation 12:11 (NIV)

2.  Focus on the promises in His word!
"He took him outside and said, “Look up at the heavens and count the stars—if indeed you can count them.” Then he said to him, “So shall your offspring be.”" Genesis 15:5 (NIV)

"No temptation has seized you except what is common to man. And God is faithful; he will not let you be tempted beyond what you can bear. But when you are tempted, he will also provide a way out so that you can stand up under it." 1 Corinthians 10:13 (NIV)

"I can do all things through Him who strengthens me." Philippians 4:13 (NASB)

"But I thank God, who always leads us in victory because of Christ." 2 Corinthians 2:14 (GWT)

"Your beauty and love chase after me every day of my life.” Psalm 23:6 (The Message)

"Only—goodness and kindness pursue me!" Psalm 23:6 (YLT)

3. Focus on Jesus!

4. The focus on the fact that it is God working in you, in spite of yourself.

II. REFUSE TO BE DISCOURAGED.
