I.  IT IS GOOD TO BE A SKEPTIC:
"Now Thomas (called Didymus), one of the Twelve, was not with the disciples when Jesus came. "So the other disciples told him, “We have seen the Lord!” But he said to them, “Unless I see the nail marks in his hands and put my finger where the nails were, and put my hand into his side, I will not believe it.” "A week later his disciples were in the house again, and Thomas was with them. Though the doors were locked, Jesus came and stood among them and said, “Peace be with you!” "Then he said to Thomas, “Put your finger here; see my hands. Reach out your hand and put it into my side. Stop doubting and believe.” "Thomas said to him, “My Lord and my God!” "Then Jesus told him, “Because you have seen me, you have believed; blessed are those who have not seen and yet have believed.”" John 20:24-29 (NIV) 

II.  The Evidence of Morality!
Universal morality exists even if it isn't practiced. People know right and wrong.  Therefore God must exist. 
"“For God knows that when you eat of it your eyes will be opened, and you will be like God, knowing good and evil.”" Genesis 3:5 (NIV)

A) The Life, Death, and Resurrection of Jesus Christ! 
"That which was from the beginning, which we have heard, which we have seen with our eyes, which we have looked at and our hands have touched—this we proclaim concerning the Word of life." 1 John 1:1 (NIV) 

B) The Evidence of the Martyr Death of the Apostles:   
Most of the apostles and were torched horribly, dying in pain. Nobody would die a death like that for something they knew wasn't true. Therefore God must exist. 
VI) Fulfillment of Biblical Prophecy_! 
A) Fulfillment of Biblical Prophecy About Jesus! 
Facts:
Mathematician Emile Borel, writes in his book Probabilities, that when you reach one chance out of 1050, it is a statistically impossible event to occur randomly. To overcome the odds of one chance in 1050, would be like marking one electron in a mass the size of Earth, and then finding it blindfolded with one random selection.
The chance of the fifteen messianic prophecies happening to Jesus at random, was one chance out of 1060,which is a statistical impossibility.

The chance of the forty-eight messianic prophecies happening to Jesus at random, was one chance out of 10157,which is again statistically impossible.
Of course Jesus fulfilled not just eight, fifteen, or forty-eight prophecies, but over 300!
B) Fulfillment of other Prophecy! 

The odds of these 2000 prophecies having been fulfilled by chance without error is less than one in 102000 which is again statistically impossible.
