I) It means you are accepted. 
“Accept one another, just as Christ accepted you”  Rom. 15:7 (NIV) 

II) It means I am loved.
 “Love one another with brotherly affection as members of one family…”  Rom. 12:10 (Amp)
III) It means I have found a family.

VI) It means I have found a place of compassion and empathy.
“You should be like one big family, full of sympathy toward 

each other” 1 Peter 3:8 (LB)

VIII) It means I have found a source of help and strength to draw from.
 “A person standing alone can be attacked and defeated, but two 

can stand back-to-back and conquer.
