I) Determine what you want! 
Attempt great things for God and expect great things from God.

II) Make sure you are Passionate for this! 
Whatever you do, work at it with all your heart, as working for the Lord, not for men, Colossians 3:23 (NIV)
III) Develop a plan! 

Victory comes with much planning. Proverbs 24:6 (Tanakh)

A) Review that plan with those who have gone before:
Without counsel, plans go wrong, but with many advisers they succeed. Proverbs 15:22 (NRSV)

B) Then review it again:
Make plans by seeking advice; if you wage war, obtain guidance. Proverbs 20:18 (NIV)

C) And again:

For lack of guidance a nation falls, but many advisers make victory sure. Proverbs 11:14 (NIV)

IV) Forget the past failures! 
“Forget the former things; do not dwell on the past. See, I am doing a new thing! Now it springs up; do you not perceive it?”Isaiah 43:18-19 (NIV)

V) Find encouragers:
And let us consider how we may spur one another on toward love and good deeds. Let us not give up meeting together, as some are in the habit of doing, but let us encourage one another—and all the more as you see the Day approaching. Hebrews 10:24-25 (NIV)
If one falls down, his friend can help him up. But pity the man who falls and has no one to help him up! Though one may be overpowered, two can defend themselves. A cord of three strands is not quickly broken. Ecclesiastes 4:10&12 (NIV)

Therefore confess your sins to each other and pray for each other so that you may be healed. The prayer of a righteous man is powerful and effective. James 5:16 (NIV)

VI) Let loose the power of Jesus within you! 

for it is God who works in you to will and to act according to his good purpose. Philippians 2:13 (NIV)

VII) Remove Distractions 
Let’s make a clean break with everything that defiles or distracts us, both within and without. 2 Corinthians 7:1 (The Message)

VIII) Refuse to Compromise! 

Does Christ go strolling with the Devil? Do trust and mistrust hold hands? 2 Corinthians 6:15 (The Message)

So leave the corruption and compromise; leave it for good,” says God. “Don’t link up with those who will pollute you. I want you all for myself. 2 Corinthians 6:17 (The Message)

IX) Remove Temptations

And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from the evil one.’ Matthew 6:13 (NIV)

X) Press on through difficulies! 

for though a righteous man falls seven times, he rises again, but the wicked are brought down by calamity. Proverbs 24:16 (NIV)

XI) Give God the Glory! 

On the appointed day Herod, wearing his royal robes, sat on his throne and delivered a public address to the people. They shouted, “This is the voice of a god, not of a man.” Immediately, because Herod did not give praise to God, an angel of the Lord struck him down, and he was eaten by worms and died. Acts 12:21-23 (NIV)
But he gives us more grace. That is why Scripture says: “God opposes the proud but gives grace to the humble.” James 4:6 (NIV)

XII) Give thanks to God for every success! 
Give thanks in all circumstances, for this is God’s will for you in Christ Jesus. 1 Thessalonians 5:18 (NIV)
