Do not be overcome by evil, but overcome evil with good. Romans 12:21 (NIV)

III) We comfort each other.
Rejoice with those who rejoice; mourn with those who mourn. Romans 12:15 (NIV)

IV) Give hope:

A) In the aftermath of the worst devastation, God often does his biggest miracles.
